The Notice to Proceed will direct the Subcontractor to coordinate the scheduling, training and release of the work with the LLNS Technical Representative.

Pending issuance of the Notice to Proceed, the Subcontractor shall proceed with all other work authorized or required by the MTA and this Task Order in preparation for performing the work including, but not limited to, completion and submission of administrative submittals as identified in CHAMP SPECIAL PROVISIONS, SUBMITTALS Section and other submittals as authorized or required by the MTA and this Task Order.  All submittals shall be suitable for LLNS’ review and shall be in compliance with the MTA and this Task Order, specifications and other incorporated documents.  All submittals shall be provided to LLNS within 14 calendar days from the date of award.  

C.	It is agreed that time is of the essence for this Task Order and definite and certain lengths of time have been fixed for performance. Work shall be prosecuted regularly, diligently, and uninterruptedly at such rate of progress as will ensure final completion thereof within the time specified. The date of beginning, rate of progress, and time for final completion are reasonable and essential conditions of this Task Order. No act of forbearance by LLNS or extension by LLNS of the time for performance of this Task Order shall in any way constitute or operate as a waiver of or excuse for any future default by the Subcontractor. No such action by LLNS shall constitute a waiver, release, or relinquishment of any of the rights or power herein conferred upon LLNS.

PRICE

LLNS will pay the Subcontractor a fixed price in the amount of $TBD for the performance of this Task Order (the “Price”).  This Price shall constitute full payment for the work, materials, services, and other items required by the Task Order.  This price includes all applicable federal, state, and local taxes, duties and all the Subcontractor's other obligations under this Task Order.


PAYMENT

b. The Subcontractor shall include a prorated allowance for profit, insurance, and overhead expense in each line item.  Bond expenses shall be identified as a separate line item and not prorated in each line item.  

c. The Subcontractor shall ensure that the grand total of the line items in the Schedule of Values equals the Price.  

d. Upon approval by LLNS, the Schedule of Values will become the basis for determining payment as work progresses.  Progress payments may be made against the Schedule of Values.  The Subcontractor invoices shall reflect the approved Scheduled Value amounts (defined as individual elements within the Schedule of Values) in the “Scheduled Value” column of the Application and Certification for Payment form for the applicable classes of work.  The Subcontractor shall secure LLNS’ prior written approval for any modifications and/or additions to the approved Schedule Values, including, but not limited to, change order requests and off-site stored products.     

2. Preparation and Submittal of the “Application and Certification for Payment”

a. The Subcontractor shall use the form identified in the INCORPORATED DOCUMENTS Article, Paragraph C.  The LLNS Contract Analyst will provide an electronic version upon request. The Subcontractor shall submit each Application and Certification for Payment with accurate, current and complete information concerning change orders and prior applications for payment.

b. The Applications and Certification for Payment shall be signed and certified by a responsible official of the Subcontractor.

c. The Subcontractor shall reference the Subcontract number on all Applications and Certification for Payment and identify the period covered and total expenditures claimed for work completed and materials presently stored in the specified period.      

d. The Subcontractor shall indicate each authorized change order as a new line item on the Application and Certification for Payment.  The new line item should include the change order number and approved scheduled value.

C.	LLNS will make payments based upon its assessment of Subcontractor progress as the work proceeds.  Payments shall be based on estimates of work accomplished, which meet the standards of quality established in the MTA and this Task Order and approved by LLNS. Progress payments will be made monthly or at more frequent intervals as determined by LLNS. The Subcontractor shall furnish a breakdown, showing the amount included therein for each category of the work listed in the Schedule of Values, and shall substantiate the payment amount requested, in such detail as requested by LLNS.  It is understood that LLNS may request substantiating information as part of the application for payment approval process.  The Subcontractor shall furnish the appropriate data to justify dollar amounts or percentages complete, off-site stored products, change orders, or other items in question.

LLNS may authorize payment for material delivered on the site and preparatory work done. Payment for material delivered to the Subcontractor at locations other than the site may also be allowed if:

1.	Material is delivered to a remote location which is specifically authorized by this Task Order; and 

2.	The Subcontractor furnishes satisfactory evidence that it has acquired title to such material and that the material will be used to perform this Task Order.

D.	When LLNS approves an Application and Certification for Payment, LLNS will retain 10 percent of the payment amount. However, if LLNS believes that satisfactory progress has not been made, LLNS may retain up to 15 percent of the amount of any payment until satisfactory progress has been achieved. When satisfactory progress has been re-established, LLNS may release the excess retention for payment.

E.	LLNS may withhold payment to the Subcontractor to the extent necessary to protect LLNS upon the occurrence of any one or more of the following events.

1.	Any failure of the Subcontractor to comply fully with any requirement of this Task Order including, but not limited to, the following.

a.	Failure to adhere to, or recover to, the construction schedule or required performance dates.

2.	The filing, delivery, or recording of any claim, lien, stop notice, or similar action against LLNS or the work.

3. The filing of any third-party claims (or reasonable evidence indicating the probable filing of such claims) against LLNS based in whole or in part upon the actions or inactions of Subcontractor (or of any of its employees, agents, subcontractors or suppliers.)
